                        >> move to informal Annex, 61850-7-5 is just an example how to use GOOSE for control – also difficult to verify the test procedure because we need a real device supporting this feature; may be added in a future version of the test procedures 

-                      Filenames - flat file structure >> agreed "as is". Some DR devices have multiple recorders – thats why comtrade folders may be in different LD/comtrade folders 

-                      sMdl6 report index >> Agreed "as is"

-                      remove sRpN6 / sBrN6? >> Yes – test case is not applicable for part 8-1

-                      Tracking conformance block: 15a – b –c  >> Agreed "as is"

-                      Add PRP / HSR tests (block 16?) similar as for SNTP

                        >> Agreed use 16a for PRP, and 16b for HSR (or 16p for PRP and 16h for HSR); Richard will propose test procedures

-                      sTm5 - LTMS.TmChSt >> Explained by Wolfgang

· Harmonize DOns/DOes/SBOns/SBOes Control state machine test cases as follows:

1. [Sel –] Oper OK – force new state / no change / in between

2. [Sel –] Oper Fail / Cancel / sboTimeout / Association loss

3. [Sel –] TimOper Fail

4. [Sel –] TimOper OK – TimOperTerm+  – force new state / no change

5. [Sel –] TimOper OK – Cancel / TimOperTerm-

6. Sel Fail

7. Sel OK – Oper Many – Oper Many - Cancel

8. Sel OK – TimOper Many - TimOper Many – Cancel  => remove this part

Note: 6+7+8 are not applicable for DOns and DOes.

Richard will update version 0.5 based on these results in about 2-3 weeks.
