Highlights of the Testing Teleconference

Held on 3 March 2008 (15:00 to 17:17 UTC)

Opening Remarks/ Introductions:

This was a teleconference to discuss the most recent draft of the Client Test Procedures (Revision 0.8) and the review comments received through 27 February. The invitation to participate was sent out to all the individuals on the Testing E-Mail List on 27 February 2008 along with the latest comments (we had agreed on the scheduling of the Client test Procedures review of Rev 0.8 at our 11 February 2008 teleconference).  The teleconference was held on March 3 starting at 15:00 UTC (10 AM US East Coast, 7 AM West Coast and 16:00 Europe Time). The teleconference lasted for just over 2 hours and was adjourned at 17:17 UTC. Two sets of minutes were kept. Jack Robinson took general minutes to cover issues and action items (this document). Richard kept the minutes for the Client Test Procedure Review (documented in Reference D).

Review of IEC 61850 Client Test Procedures:

Bruce Muschlitz, Testing SubCommittee Co-Chair, and Richard Schimmel, Editor of the Client Procedures, led the review. Richard prepared the minutes. Comments and agreements from this teleconference are given in Reference D (attached). 

Client Test Procedures Issue:

One major issue was raised: We need to develop a definition of “IEC 61850 Client”.  A Client product may include much more than the functions tested by the Client Test Procedures. 

As noted in the introduction in the Client Test Procedures (Section 1.1 of Reference A), the functions tested are defined in identifications of the SUT (System Under Test) and includes PICS, MICS, PIXIT and SCD completed templates. Focus in the client testing, at this time, is on the ability to communicate reliably with servers which meet requirements as defined by the Conformance Blocks of IEC 61850 in the Users Group approved Server Test Procedures. 

Who should publish the “IEC 61850 Client” definitions? Where? We agreed that the best place to publish the client definitions would be in the pending white papers. Also, we need to ensure that the Client Test Procedures contain correct terminology in accordance with our final definitions. We also need to define the Client Certificate for products which will be issued after successful completion of client testing. For further discussion.  

Conclusion:

We talked about how we would update the documents and complete our review to reach the next Client Test Procedure release. Richard will take 3 weeks to complete the next revision which we will call Version 1.0.  We will add an agenda item to our scheduled teleconference to approve Version 1.0 on March 31 starting at 15:00 UTC (10 AM US East Coast, 7 AM West Coast and 16:00 Europe Time). After the Client Procedures are approved, KEMA will need to submit the formal request to be accredited as a tester of Client Devices in accordance with the UCAIug process. In parallel, KEMA would use Version 1.0 to test Client Devices and prepare test results and traces to be included in the formal request for approval before formal certificates may be issued. We will also need to develop a Client Device Certificate Form.

The possible setup of a Virtual Substation for demonstrations and/or device testing has been discussed as an activity for the UCAIug. Several E-mails have been exchanged. Richard has a draft proposal for this which can be used as a starting point for UCAIug consideration (copy sent to Jack and Bruce for preliminary review). 

The draft white papers were discussed at our 14 January teleconference. Ralph will review these and make suggestions by March 15. We are starting on definition of a Product Mark Program; this will be a joint Testing and Marketing SubCommittee effort. Ralph will give us some input by March 15. The PICs, TICs, MICs, and PIXIT draft templates are due for update. Richard is the editor of these. Along with the updated TICs, Richard will prepare a Tissues Guide (which may become an annex to the Server Procedures). Richard will also prepare draft procedures for Enhanced Reporting, this would be a separate document for now, and will be incorporated in future drafts of the Server Procedures. We had agreed in January to hold a teleconference on March 31 to review the white paper updates, the draft templates, testing issues, and non-client test procedures.  As noted above, we will add an agenda item for approval of Version 1.0 of the Client Test Procedures.

The teleconference was adjourned at 17:17 UTC.

Teleconference Action Items:

1. Review and suggest updates of the Draft White Papers. The papers (prepared by Stephan) were forwarded to Marketing (Ralph) for input and comments (to be completed, if possible, by March 15, 2008). 

2. Update Draft of PICs, PIXIT, TICs, MICs Templates. Richard by March 15, 2008. 

3. Review KEMA draft proposal for a possible Virtual Substation Demonstration/ Client/Server Interoperability Testing Capability. Prepare coordinated activity plan and draft suggestions.  For further discussion.

4. Richard to prepare Version 1.0 of the Client Test Procedures by 24 March 2008.  Review by all before next teleconference.

5. Start Product Mark Guide activity: Jack to solicit input from Ralph on concepts (underway). Bruce to provide input on what is done for DNP. 
6.  Develop a detailed guideline on the Tissues Process and device testing; may be a separate new document, possibly an Informative Annex to the Server Procedures. Richard to prepare with TICS update by March 15, 2008.

7. Draft Server Test Procedures for Enhanced Reporting. To be published as a separate procedure. Richard to provide by March 15.

8. Setup teleconference to approve Client Test Procedures and to discuss Templates, Server Testing, open issues and White Papers on 31 March, starting at 15:00 UTC (10 AM US East Coast, 7 AM West Coast and 16:00 Europe Time), Bruce and Jack. 

9. KEMA to submit Client Device Tester accreditation request in accordance with UCAIug rules. (After approval of Client Procedures Revision 1.0).  Develop Client Certificate form.
10. Develop definition for “IEC 61850 Client”. To be included in the white papers (See #1). Check definitions in the next release of the Client Test Procedures.
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
