Highlights of the Testing Issues Teleconference

Held on October 11, 2007 (16:00 to 18:15 UTC)

Opening Remarks/ Introductions:

This was a teleconference to review the draft Client Test Procedures and to resolve pending comments. Focus was on the update of the IEC 61850 Client Test Procedures Rev 0.7 (dated 5/22/07), and the items in the Client Comment Form (dated 9/27/07) from our meeting in Charlotte on September 20, 2007. The invitation to participate was sent out to all the individuals on the testing@ucausersgroup.org  E-Mail List on September 29, 2007. The teleconference was held on October 11. The documents for the teleconference were sent to all participants and also posted in the Testing SubCommittee Action Item Area. Jack Robinson took minutes.

The Client Document (Revision 0.7) and Comment Form had been sent to all participants on the testing@ucausersgroup.org e-mail list on September 29, 2007 along with an invitation to participate in the teleconference. The additional comments, Reference C, in the form of e-mails were also forwarded to the e-mail list.  

Review of IEC 61850 Client Test Procedures:

Bruce Muschlitz and Richard Schimmel, Editor of the Procedures, led the review. We first covered the items in the e-mails from Sisco. To date, Sisco has reviewed the first 2 blocks (about one third of the Client Test Procedures). Additional comments from Sisco will be provided. We  also covered  items in the comment form, which included review comments from our Charlotte 20 September Meeting (see Reference B).  Comments and agreements from this teleconference are given in Reference D (sent under separate cover).

We discussed the need to publish a first draft of the Client Test Procedures as Revision 1.0 which would be based on client device tests completed by KEMA and the most stable sections of revision 0.7 per resolution of our key comments on these areas. Herb suggested that the trace files from these tests could be used in the future as a basis for evaluation of other test systems. We will also separate Client Test concepts from the detailed review of the test procedure steps. Revision 1.0 could identify some future work items. This approach would allow KEMA to issue certificates to the vendors who have completed client device tests and assisted with review of the Client Test Procedures.
