Minutes of the Testing Teleconference

Held on 11 January 2012 (15:00 to 16:29 UTC)

Introduction

This was a GoToMeeting Web Teleconference to review several issues related to the IEC 61850 Test Procedures and to discuss several open action items. This was a meeting of the IEC 61850 Testing Procedures Edition 1 Working Group.  A GoToMeeting Invitation was sent out to all the individuals on the 61850-Testing E-Mail List. The agenda and announcement were posted and draft reference documents had been sent out and/or posted earlier. The Teleconference was held on January 11 starting at 15:00 UTC, 10:00 AM EST US East Coast, 7:00 AM PST West Coast and 4 PM CET Europe Time. The teleconference was scheduled for 60 minutes but went over and was adjourned at 16:29 UTC.  Bruce Muschlitz and Jack Robinson prepared the minutes (this document).

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 Approval of Previous Testing Teleconference Minutes

There were two changes to the minutes of the previous teleconference held on 14 December 2011 (Reference B): the month in the date of the meeting should be “December” and not “November” as written in two places on the first page.  With those changes, the minutes are approved. The updated minutes were posted after the meeting today; see the new URL in Reference B.

Update On cSrv5 Client Issue

This was a continuation of the discussions held in our previous telecons.

cSrv5 : This is the (presently mandatory) requirement of clients to support polled data requests. Group noted that the PICS allows vendor claims of HOW data is gathered from servers. In cases where this is exclusively unbuffered/buffered reports or GOOSE or Sampled Values, there is no reason to mandate support of polling. 

There was also discussion of  the case where the client identifies data via information from SCL files in which case polling the ConfRev attribute would provide assurance that the present data models match the SCL file. We all agreed that, while this is a good idea, it is NOT mandated by 61850. 

Final outcome: cSrv5 is changed from Mandatory to Conditional with the condition of the PICS claim of support for GetDataValues ACSI service.

Update On cDs1 Client Issue

This was a continuation of the discussions held in our previous telecons.

cDs1 : This is the (presently mandatory) requirement of clients to support GetLogicalNodeDirectory(DATASET). Group discussion noted that this information is often present in the SCD file or otherwise known to the client. Group also noted that PICS item S16 declares the (optional) support for GetDataSetDirectory. 

Final outcome: cDs1 will change to conditional based upon PICS S16.

Review of sLogN1 Issue

sLogN1 : The issue is the proper (negative) response code from a request for QueryLogAfter (time, entryID) with an invalid entryID. This was researched by a member and it was noted that ISO 9506-1 (MMS Services) does not mandate a valid value of entryID (if invalid then all values associated with the timestamp are selected). Therefore, there is no negative response in this case and no code need be defined. Thierry expressed concern that there is no mechanism for a client to discover that the log has “rolled over” and data items have been lost. Thierry will research further and report at the next working group meeting.

Additional Test Procedure Issues

Several new issues were brought up and discussed.

TimeQuality.TimeAccuracy values. One working group member questioned the correct value of this attribute when the accuracy of the underlying object was one second. 61850-7-2 Clause 5.5.3.7 mandates that only specific values from the range 0 to 31 be used corresponding to the performance classes specified in 61850-5. Table-9 excludes the value of “0” which would imply one-second accuracy. The working group members believe that the text of 61850-7-2 (both Edition 1 and Edition 2) incorrectly restricts the values of this attribute. Bruce agreed to write a TISSUE against 61850-7-2 Edition 2 to change the choice of allowable values from 7 items to all 32 values. “Table 9 shows the minimum value for specified performance classes.” Jack: We also may need a TPCL for Edition 1 on this since TISSUES are closed for Edition 1.

Usage of substitution attribute subQ : One working group member questioned whether the “substituted” bit in subQ needed to be set when subEna=TRUE. The question was “if subQ.substituted=FALSE then does the “q” attribute has the substituted bit set?”. There was a long discussion by the working group but it was agreed that 61850-7-2 Figure 16 “explains that only subQ.validity and subQ.detail-qual bits are used by the server. Bruce agreed to write a TISSUE against 61850-7-3 Edition 2 Clause 8 (subEna) to clarify (as a BLUE TISSUE) that only subQ.validity and subQ.detail-qual bits are used.

Review of 61850-90-5 Test Procedure Outline

Bruce brought up the outline for the 61850-90-5 (Synchrophasor mapping to 61850) test procedure outline. The group reviewed and commented upon the outline; Bruce made several updates to the outline and took an action item to provide an update for review at our next meeting.

Pending TPCL Update for Test Procedures Version 2.3

This remains an open action item from our previous teleconference.

The Server Test Procedures Versions 2.2 and 2.3 both have incorrect counts for the total number of test cases. One suggestion is to keep the 2.2 Procedures (and certificate templates) as they are now and issue a TCPL only against Version 2.3 Test Procedures. We had agreed that it would be too confusing to change Version 2.2 (and 2.2b) certificates at this time. Future certificates issued using the Test Procedures Version 2.3 would have the correct counts. We decided to add this to the TPCL Version 1.1 for Test Procedures Version 2.3 and call it TPCL Version 1.2. Richard has an action item to modify the TPCL and send it to Bruce for review and posting to the sharepoint site. 

Bruce will review the modified TCPL and post both PDF and WORD format documents to the sharepoint site. Teleconference Conclusion/ Next Meetings

Preparation of the document “Highly Interoperable IEC 61850 Devices” (or “Interoperability Agreements”) is still pending. Bruce has an action item to prepare some initial review material. We will take this up at a future meeting.

We agreed to hold our next IEC 61850 Edition 1 Testing meeting on 8 February 2012 at our usual time. We will focus on the several items discussed today.

The Teleconference was adjourned at 16:29 UTC. 

Teleconference Action Items

1. Richard to consolidate comments and issue Version 0.2 of the Testing Procedure for 9-2 Subscribers. For review at a future meeting.

2. Bruce to coordinate with Christoph regarding update of IEC 9-2LE.

3. Jack to look into reformatting the IEC 61850 QAP Test Procedures as UCAIug documents. Coordinate with the KEMA editors. Consider also how we will handle all of the Testing Documents. (On hold pending legal review.)

4. Follow up from Paris 25 August Meeting: Suggestion was raised to start a task force to identify and list interoperability issues and a related database and ways to maintain.

5. Continue Pilot activity on SmartGrid Testing and UCAIug participation in IPRM. Bruce has prepared initial draft documents. Jack and Bruce to look at the tester agreements (Annex A) and the impact to our QAP. Define Pilot schedule and milestones. Coordinate with ongoing legal review. Jack has prepared a draft checklist to define the scope, schedule and tasks for the IPRM/ ITCA Pilot Program. To be reviewed by all by e-mail and for discussion at a future teleconference. Review responses are still pending.

6. Solicit input from other experts on the Test Procedures Issues discussed today. Bruce to take the lead.

7. Richard to write draft of Test Procedures 2.3 TPCL Version 1.2 (on test counts) and send to Bruce. Bruce to check and post PDF and WORD versions.

8. Bruce to prepare some written material on: “Highly Interoperable IEC 61850 Devices”. To be reviewed at a future meeting.

9. Bruce to update the outline for Test Procedures for IEC 61850 Part 90-5. To be reviewed at our next meeting.

10. Bruce to write (RED) TISSUE to change timeAccuracy in 61850-7-2. Bruce to write (BLUE) TISSUE to clarify use of subQ in 61850-7-3.

11. Thierry will research the sLogN1 issue further and report on possible solutions at the next working group meeting.

12. Bruce to issue GoToMeeting call for our next testing meetings.
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
