Minutes of the Testing Teleconference

Held on 17 May 2011 (14:00 to 15:12 UTC)

Introduction

This was a GoToMeeting Web Teleconference to review the draft Test Procedures for IEC 61850 Edition 1 Version 2.3, and to discuss several open action items and plans for our next teleconference. The meeting announcement and an agenda were posted on 12 May. Also, a GoToMeeting Invitation was sent out to all the individuals on the UCAIug Testing E-Mail List. Draft reference documents had been sent out and/or posted earlier. The Teleconference was held on May 17 starting at 14:00 UTC, 10:00 AM DST US East Coast, 7:00 AM DST West Coast and 15:00 Europe Time. The teleconference lasted over 1 hour and was adjourned at 15:12 UTC. Jack Robinson, Richard Schimmel and Bruce Muschlitz prepared the minutes (this document).

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Approval of Previous Testing Teleconference Minutes

There were no suggested changes to the minutes of the previous testing teleconferences held 12 April 2011 (see Reference A). The minutes are approved as written.

Client Test Procedures Updates
We added a new agenda item to discuss a Client Test Procedure issue. Richard Schimmel is suggesting that we modify the Client Test Procedures to allow for “write rptID and DatSet to server” as an optional instead of a mandatory requirement. All agree. We also agreed that this change should be included in a new TPCL document for Client Test Procedures Version 1.1. 

This led to a discussion on how we should best disclose what TPCL is used in a given device test. Jack: At this time, we require that the TPCL be identified in the test reports (for both Client and Server testing). We agreed that it would be better to identify the TPCL in each certificate. This would only add a few characters to the first page right after the identification of the version of the test procedures.

Richard took an action item to compose a draft Client TPCL to cover the updated cRp2/cBr2. The draft TPCL will be sent by e-mail to the group by 18-May. If there are no comments by 1-June, then the proposed TPCL is adopted.

IEC 61850 Server Test Procedure Version 2.3 Updates
We started our review of the written comments provided by Richard:

Bruce: Why is table A4.1 removed? Richard to investigate/fix.

Br5 is accepted as proposed

Gop10 is accepted as proposed (GOOSE FCDA Gop10a is mandatory, GOOSE FCD Gop10b is conditional).

On Ctl3: Remove comment from test procedure; update PIXIT entry.

CtlN3 discussed but no agreement

Thierry raised the issue of Ctl2 not agreeing with what is said in Edition 2. Group will consider how to handle this. 

Marijn and Zhang Ran have also provided written comments. Both Bruce and Thierry have comments but they are not yet documented. We did not have time to cover all of these comments and will take them up by e-mail and at a future teleconference.

Teleconference Conclusion/ Next Meetings

Bruce noted that the IEC will continue to make the Edition 1 IEC 61850 Standard available. So the UCAIug does not have to take this on; this closes out an open action item.

We tabled the discussion of the ITCA migration and the reviews of the proposed draft NIST SGTCC ITCA Quality Assurance Documents and the FGH Interoperability Paper. These topics will be taken up at a future teleconference.

We selected a date for our next Testing SubCommittee Teleconference: 8 June 2011 at 14:00 UTC (10 AM Eastern U.S. Time).  We agreed to take 2 hours for this next telecon in consideration of the number of issues on our agenda. 

The Teleconference was adjourned at 15:12 UTC. 

Teleconference Action Items 

(Includes open action items from previous meetings and teleconferences)

1. All to review and provide comments on the draft Testing Procedures for 9-2LE. Subscribers. Richard to consolidate comments and issue Version 0.2 of the Procedures. 

2. Bruce to coordinate with Christoph regarding update of IEC 9-2LE.

3. Jack to look into reformatting the IEC 61850 QAP Test Procedures as UCAIug documents. Coordinate with the KEMA editors. Consider also how we will handle all of the Testing Documents. (On hold pending legal review.)

4. Edwin to review ISO 17025 and our UCAIug QAP documents to determine if we need to improve our documents to better reflect requirements for testing facilities. (This may no longer be necessary considering our pilot program for moving to ITCA status.) 

5. Follow up from Paris 25 August Meeting: Suggestion was raised to start a task force to identify and list interoperability issues and a related database and ways to maintain.

6. Bruce - set up 61850-10 revision team, kickoff meeting 9 November 2010. (This activity is underway and several teleconferences have been held.)

7. Continue Pilot activity on SmartGrid Testing and UCAIug participation in IPRM. Bruce to prepare updated relevant documents. Jack and Bruce to look at the tester agreements (Annex A) and the impact to our QAP. Define Pilot schedule and milestones. Coordinate with ongoing legal review. Note that we have a schedule conflict with the Memorandum of Understanding and the Pilot. The MofU states that we must complete ITCA migration by the end of December 2011. We need to look at milestones and how to move the Pilot forward. (See #8 below.)
8. Jack to prepare a checklist to assist the Testing SubCommittee to define the scope, schedule and tasks for the IPRM/ ITCA Pilot Program. Initial draft completed. To be reviewed by all by e-mail and for discussion at our next teleconference. Review responses are still pending.
9. Richard to prepare initial draft of Edition 1 Test Procedures Version 2.3 (within 30 days). Draft completed, comments received and reviews underway. To continue at our next teleconference.

10. Richard and Bruce to prepare initial outline for the white paper on Migration from Edition 1 to Edition 2 devices and the related testing. Initial draft has been prepared. Review pending.

11. Richard to provide draft TPCL for Client Test Procedures Version 1.1 (include changes discussed today). The draft Client TPCL Version 1.0 was sent to all on 18 May. If there are no proposed changes, this TPCL will become final on 1 June 2011.

12. Bruce to issue GoToMeeting call for our next testing meeting 8 June 2011 starting at 10 AM Eastern US Time (14:00 UTC).
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
