Approval of Previous Testing Teleconference Minutes

It was noted that the reference to “… we should focus on Edition 1”  on page 2 should be corrected to read “…we should focus on Edition 2”. The reference had to do with the fact that tissues for Edition 1 are closed. With that change, the minutes are approved. The minutes were updated and posted on 25 October as: TestingFINALminutes27Sep2011.doc.

Review Of RpN6 Issue

Our meeting today centered on the  RpN6 issue (should servers be required to support all report trigger options). This was a continuation of the discussion we had started at our last meeting on 27 September. 

The problem is that clients have no way to discover trigger options support online or via SCL. They must now either import the options from the paper PIXIT document of probe multiple times into the server to discover which options are acceptable.

The initial suggestion was to mandate that servers support all trigger options (servers could not refuse write of ALL options).

Kevin noted that 61850-7-2 requires a negative response for unsupported options, which implies that support of all options is not needed.

Thierry noted that Edition 2 will require support of all trigger options.

Thierry has written TISSUE 771 (for Edition 1) and 780 for Edition 2 trigger option support. TISSUE 771 is a way to document the issue and is not formally in the system since Edition 1 is closed.

Group agreed, after long discussion, to leave Edition 1 as it is (not mandate support of all options) and force clients to (somehow) determine supported options in each server.

Teleconference Conclusion/ Next Meetings

We tabled work on 9-2 Subscriber Testing.  Richard is the editor of this test procedure. Richard has an open action to consolidate all of the most recent comments and prepare Revision 0.2 for review at a future meeting. Richard: Priority has recently been on completion of the Edition 2 Test Procedures.

New topic: The “Highly Interoperable 61850 Devices” paper will be taken up at a future date. Bruce has an action item to prepare an initial draft. 

We agreed to hold our next IEC 61850 Edition 1 Testing meeting on November 30 starting at our usual time. 

The Teleconference was adjourned at 14:50 UTC. 

Teleconference Action Items 

(Includes open action items from previous meetings and teleconferences. Includes action items only for the IEC 61850 Working Group.)

1. Richard to consolidate comments and issue Version 0.2 of the Testing Procedure for 9-2 Subscribers. For review at a future meeting.

2. Bruce to coordinate with Christoph regarding update of IEC 9-2LE.

3. Jack to look into reformatting the IEC 61850 QAP Test Procedures as UCAIug documents. Coordinate with the KEMA editors. Consider also how we will handle all of the Testing Documents. (On hold pending legal review.)

4. Follow up from Paris 25 August Meeting: Suggestion was raised to start a task force to identify and list interoperability issues and a related database and ways to maintain.

5. Continue Pilot activity on SmartGrid Testing and UCAIug participation in IPRM. Bruce has prepared initial draft documents. Jack and Bruce to look at the tester agreements (Annex A) and the impact to our QAP. Define Pilot schedule and milestones. Coordinate with ongoing legal review. Jack has prepared a draft checklist to define the scope, schedule and tasks for the IPRM/ ITCA Pilot Program. To be reviewed by all by e-mail and for discussion at a future teleconference. Review responses are still pending.

6. Bruce to prepare draft paper on Highly Interoperable 61850 Devices for discussion at a future date.

7. Bruce to issue GoToMeeting call for our next testing meetings.
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
