Minutes of the Testing Teleconference

Held on 7 September 2011 (14:00 to 15:28 UTC)

Introduction

This was a GoToMeeting Web Teleconference to review the draft TPCL (Version 1.3) for the IEC 61850 Edition 1 Test Procedures (Version 2.3), review setup and organizational issues of the Testing SubCommittee, start on plans for the Austin Meeting, and to discuss several open action items. This was a joint meeting of the IEC 61850 Testing Procedures Working Group and the Testing SubCommittee. A GoToMeeting Invitation was sent out to all the individuals on the UCAIug Testing E-Mail List. The agenda and announcement were posted and draft reference documents had been sent out and/or posted earlier. The Teleconference was held on September 7 starting at 14:00 UTC, 10:00 AM DST US East Coast, 7:00 AM DST West Coast and 15:00 Europe Time. The teleconference was scheduled for 60 minutes (we agreed to extend to 90 minutes) and lasted just under 1 and 1/2 hours and was adjourned at 15:28 UTC.  Bruce Muschlitz and Jack Robinson prepared the minutes (this document).

C. Detailed 7 September Meeting Agenda, Bruce Muschlitz, E-Mail Sent to All on 6 September, 2011 (Includes Austin Meeting Detailed Agenda)

Approval of Previous Testing Teleconference Minutes

The minutes (Reference A) from our meeting 17 August were approved as written.

Setup of E-Mails/ Coordination
Bruce brought up a new topic on handling of the various group e-mails. Bruce recommends that we setup e-mails to make sure the right contacts are made even if people are on vacation or leave their assigned positions. The following are recommended: secretary-61850ug@ucaiug.org, secretary-CIMug@ucaiug.org and secretary-OSGug@ucaiug.org. All agree with the recommendations.

Partially completed: Bruce has set these up with Bruce and Jack as only members but ability to post from any account (most other accounts are closed to members for posting).

Review of Draft Server TPCL Version 1.3
We reviewed the latest draft TPCL (Reference B). Richard to check with Wolfgang on several pending typo corrections. Pierre Martin suggested that Ed1 servers incorporating Ed2 Data Objects be obligated to use the Ed2 namespace for that DO. All agreed. Bruce to post the updated TPCL to the sharepoint site (completed).

Possible Agenda for Next 61850 Meeting
Bruce proposed several items for our next discussion. Items for next meeting discussion: Interoperability, Sampled Value Subscriber tests, 9-2 testing (need to check with Christoph on who has jurisdiction (TC37 or TC57). Bruce to check with Christoph on 9-2  testing.

We agreed to hold our next 61850 meeting on 27 September at our usual time. Bruce to try to write interoperability document before the meeting. Richard to look at SV subscriber document.

This ended the 61850 portion of our teleconference.

Testing SubCommittee Organization
We need to include several new representatives on the Testing SubCommittee (TSC): 2 from each group (61850/CIM/OSG). Herb Falk is a current member and said that SISCO would like to appoint at least one rep from CIM or 61850. Bruce noted that we may want to have a rule that only 1 rep per company would be allowed (rules are not yet written). 

Bruce noted that we need to write a charter and procedures for the Testing SubCommittee. Jack: At this time, we are using the procedures in the UCAIug Charter Revision 3.1 (October 2005). We may need to clarify some of the rules for the Testing SubCommittee, which has not been active outside of the IEC 61850 Testing Procedures Working Group. 

George Schimmel is a current TSC member and said that he can represent 61850 if needed.

Jack: Tony Clarke (AEP) is a member, one of  the utility reps, and could be considered the 61850 member. Tony has not been active and Jack agreed to check if Tony is willing to serve. Jack: Joe Hughes, formerly of EPRI, was the Testing SubCommittee Co-Chair, and he has been replaced at EPRI by Pat Brown. Jack will check with Pat to see if she is willing to serve on the TSC. Pat is knowledgeable on CIM and so could represent that area also.

Other possible candidates were discussed: Marco for 61850 (he is editor of the QAP);

for OSG, we have Zahra Makoui, Phil Beecher, and Mark Ortiz as well as Dave Bigan (Oncor) and John Simmins (EPRI); Margaret Goodrich or Grant Gilchrist could serve as CIM representatives.

Dean Hengst took over for Randy Rhodes as CIM Co-chair and said that he would consider participating on the Testing SubCommittee. 

We briefly discussed the amount of work time for those on the TSC. We estimated that the work would take about 1-2 hours per week maximum per individual.

Teleconference Conclusion/ Next Meetings

We took a few minutes to look over the pending action items, which are updated and included in each of the minutes of our teleconferences (See Reference A). Herb Falk noted that Ron Farkleson should be included in several of the discussions. Herb said there are conflicts with OpenSG PAP 13 (need to clarify). All of the listed items remain open; see new list on last page.
The group did not have time to read the detailed Austin agenda but agreed to do so during the upcoming week.  (See the agenda details and related testing issues for the Austin meeting in Reference C.) A question came up on IOP testing: Is testing against “unpublished” standards? George: A more proper term would be the testing is against “prototype” standards. Bruce suggested we target 4 weeks for completion of all the testing issues and finalization of the Testing Agenda for Austin. 
The next IEC 61850 Edition 2 meeting is scheduled for September 14. As noted earlier, our next IEC 61850 meeting will be on 27 September 2011 at our usual time. We agreed to schedule a meeting for the Testing SubCommittee on October 4.

Bruce will send out GoToMeeting notices.

The Teleconference was adjourned at 15:28 UTC. 

Teleconference Action Items 

(Includes open action items from previous meetings and teleconferences)

1. All to review and provide comments on the draft Testing Procedures for 9-2LE. Subscribers. Richard to consolidate comments and issue Version 0.2 of the Procedures. 

2. Bruce to coordinate with Christoph regarding update of IEC 9-2LE.

3. Jack to look into reformatting the IEC 61850 QAP Test Procedures as UCAIug documents. Coordinate with the KEMA editors. Consider also how we will handle all of the Testing Documents. (On hold pending legal review.)

4. Edwin to review ISO 17025 and our UCAIug QAP documents to determine if we need to improve our documents to better reflect requirements for testing facilities. (This may no longer be necessary considering our pilot program for moving to ITCA status.) 

5. Follow up from Paris 25 August Meeting: Suggestion was raised to start a task force to identify and list interoperability issues and a related database and ways to maintain.

6. Bruce - set up 61850-10 revision team, kickoff meeting 9 November 2010. (This activity is underway and several teleconferences have been held.)

7. Continue Pilot activity on SmartGrid Testing and UCAIug participation in IPRM. Bruce to prepare updated relevant documents. Jack and Bruce to look at the tester agreements (Annex A) and the impact to our QAP. Define Pilot schedule and milestones. Coordinate with ongoing legal review. Note that we have a schedule conflict with the Memorandum of Understanding and the Pilot. The MofU states that we must complete ITCA migration by the end of December 2011. We need to look at milestones and how to move the Pilot forward. (See #8 below.)
8. Jack to prepare a checklist to assist the Testing SubCommittee to define the scope, schedule and tasks for the IPRM/ ITCA Pilot Program. Initial draft completed. To be reviewed by all by e-mail and for discussion at our next teleconference. Review responses are still pending.

9. Bruce to issue GoToMeeting call for our next testing meetings 27 September and 4 October.

10. Jack to update the Testing slides of the UCAIug Organization Chart to reflect the name changes (discussed July 27).

11. Bruce to invite prospective members into the CIM and OpenSG Working Groups to support those testing activities.

12. Bruce to post the final TPCL. (Completed on September 9.)

13. All to review the Austin Meeting Agenda and Testing Issues (in Reference C). 

14. Jack and Bruce to coordinate on candidates for the Testing SubCommittee.

15. Bruce to setup e-mails for secretaries of the several Testing Working Groups.
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
