Minutes of the Testing Teleconference

Held on 8 June 2010 (14:00 to 14:42 UTC)

Introduction

This was a GoToMeeting Web Teleconference to discuss the status of the Test Procedures for 9-2LE Subscribers, status of current action items, and to start preparations for our August 2010 Face-to-Face meeting at CIGRE.

The meeting announcement and an agenda were posted on 2 June. Also, a GoToMeeting Invitation was sent out to all the individuals on the UCAIug Testing E-Mail List on 2 June. Draft reference documents had been sent out and/or posted earlier. The Teleconference was held on June 08 starting at 14:00 UTC, 10:00 AM US East Coast, 7:00 AM West Coast and 16:00 Europe Time. 

(The date for our meeting today had been reserved at our last teleconference on 21 May.) 

The Teleconference lasted less than 1 hour and was adjourned at 14:42 UTC.

Approval of 21 May 2010 Minutes

There were no suggested changes to the minutes of the previous teleconference (Reference A) and they were approved as written.

CIGRE August Meeting
During review of the 21 May minutes, questions were raised about the August 2010 CIGRE Meeting and our Users Group participation. 

We had agreed in earlier teleconferences to have our next Testing Face-to-Face Meeting at CIGRE. We plan on meeting for six hours, preferably on Wednesday afternoon, 25 August, starting at 12:30 PM. Jack noted that Kay is handling our Testing Subcommittee meeting room setup and that there was an e-mail from Kay stating that meeting rooms for the Users Group have been reserved. Jack will work with Kay to coordinate this. Also, Jack will check and make sure that the previous e-mails have been sent to Bruce. 
Richard asked if there will be a User Group booth and/or General Meeting at CIGRE. Jack will coordinate with Kay and let everyone know. 
We discussed the possible agenda for our Testing Face-to-Face meeting at CIGRE: 
· Richard suggested we spend most of our time on planning future activities and resolving open action items.

· Bruce mentioned that at our May 2009 meeting a request was made for more presentations to cover status of industry activities and testing background. The Testing meeting is open to all to take advantage of the venue and the larger audience. This will help us to keep more people informed and help attract greater participation in the UCAIug.

· Richard suggested using the first portion of our meeting on past activities and presentations. Richard agreed to prepare a presentation IEC 61850 testing. 

· Bruce agreed to prepare a presentation on our UCAIug Testing Quality Assurance Program and history of past activities. 

· In keeping with the above goals, we agreed to allow KEPRI to give a presentation. Bruce took an action item to contact Namho Lee and let him know they will have a 30-60 minute time slot for the KEPRI Client Testing System Presentation.

· Other issues for our agenda include: SCL Testing, CIM and OpenAMI/SmartGrid Testing and coordination. Further work on the agenda will continue at our next teleconference.
9-2 LE Subscriber Test Procedures

A Task Force, Richard Schimmel, Veselin Skendzic and Marijin Flohil, has been setup to prepare procedures for 9-2 LE Subscriber Testing. An initial test strategy document was prepared May 20 and posted on June 2 (see Reference C). 

Also, Richard prepared an initial draft of the subscriber test procedures and sent it out to the Testing E-mailer earlier today (see Reference D). 

We took some time to discuss the draft procedures:
· Bruce commented that Svs6 should be optional and not mandatory because MU subscribers need not implement time sync.

· A value of “0” may be correct. Quality codes would indicate validity.

· Bruce mentioned that 3 PIXIT parameters for time sync do not belong because time sync is not mandatory for subscribers

· (Bruce did not note typos: PUBLISHERS -> SUBSCRIBERS, “behaves a specified” -> “behaves as specified”, “11a” -> “11b”).

Richard had asked for comments when he sent out the draft procedures. Also, Richard will work with the other members of the Task Force to solicit their input. Review of the subscriber test procedures will be a main agenda item at our next teleconference.

Other Issues/ New Work Items

Questions were raised about CIM and OpenAMI/Smart Grid coordination with our UCAIug Testing Subcommittee. Jack noted that we have a placeholder in the Testing Quality Assurance Program Document for addendums on CIM and OpenAMI Testing. Both of these groups have acknowledged this and identified the addendums as future tasks. It was noted that Bruce has also been working with both groups on testing. Jack said that we need volunteer representatives from both groups to work more closely with the Testing Subcommittee. (The UCAIug Charter shows open seats on the Testing Subcommittee for both CIM and OpenAMI.)
Highly Interoperable IEDs Document – Bruce has an open action item to prepare a background paper to help start this activity. Richard asked if the document would focus only on 61850 or if applications would be included. Bruce suggested we cover both. Richard noted that there is an FGH paper that was circulated within WG 10, which would provide good background for this work. In response to a question, Richard said that the paper is not confidential. Richard will send a copy of the FGH paper to Bruce and Jack. 

Testing Help Desk – We have setup a Help Desk in the Testing Area of the UCAIug Web Site. Bruce is taking the lead to coordinate Help Desk questions and assign experts to respond. Bruce asked for volunteers to staff the Desk: Jack agreed to take questions related to QAP, tester accreditation, and UCAIug policy. Richard agreed to take questions about the IEC 61850 Testing Procedures.

Bruce looked at access control and verified that UCAIug Guests can submit questions; the Help Desk is open to everyone, not just members. 

Next Meetings/ Conclusion

Informal meeting in Dublin – Fred, Richard and Bruce will be in Dublin and agreed to meet informally on Tuesday night to discuss action items, 61850 and related testing topics.
We set a date for our next teleconference: Wednesday, 30 June 2010, at 14:00 UTC (10 AM US Eastern and 7 AM US West Coast) for no more than one hour. Bruce will send out a GoToMeeting Notice prior to the teleconference. 

As discussed earlier, the next Face-to-Face Testing Meeting is scheduled for August 25 12:30 to 18:30 during CIGRE. At our next teleconference, we will discuss the agenda for this CIGRE meeting. 

The teleconference was adjourned at 14:42 UTC.
